All you have to do is research, either on the internet or in books and write it up in your own words. You can write it as a book, folder or information pack. Please do not copy written information from books or websites, this must be your own work. Mums and Dads can help you and I will help if you need any. We have some books at school you can borrow. You can add drawings and labels to help your descriptions, add a glossary to help explain any words you do not understand and a contents page to show me where the information is. There are a few ways you can write up your project.

1. In an A4 folder on sheets of paper with sub headings for the different parts or chapters.

2. Typed up into a word document where you can copy and paste pictures from internet sites.

3. If you feel very fancy you could do a powerpoint presentation and copy it to a disc to bring in to school. (We cannot use pen drives unfortunately due to the risk or virus’s). 
Please remember everything you are taught in literacy about capital letters, full stops and VCOP. 

You need to write at least 5 A4 pages or equivalent and no more than 10 A4 pages. 

Here is a checklist of things to need to include:

· Title

· Sub-titles for chapters or paragraphs.

· Labelled diagrams

· Glossary

· You could even write a contents page and split your information into chapters. 

If you want any help please come and see me. If you do not have a computer at home you can always find information at school at lunch times and then take it home to write it up.
