Mrs Hazzard
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Mrs Hazzard is expecting a baby at the end of August. I am sure you will join me in congratulating her and Mr Hazzard. Whilst she is on maternity leave the Reception class will be covered by an experienced teacher.
Building works

The second piece of really good news is that the school is having major works completed in the summer. This is being paid for by the County Council. All the lath and plaster is being removed from the roof space, the lighting is all being replaced with modern LED lights, the boilers and heaters are being replaced. So the school will be warmer and brighter for the Autumn Term.
Marie Curie Day
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Children are invited to come school wearing something yellow for Marie Curie Day on Friday 16th March. We are marking the day this year in memory of Jade Henderson and will be raising money for Macmillan Cancer Care by selling the daffodils during this week and also selling cakes and drinks during morning break on Friday. We are not asking for any money for the non-uniform day, but will sell the drinks and cakes for 50 pence each (so £1.00 for both). We hope you will support us with this.
First Aid Training and Defibrillator
Years 5 and 6 will be having first aid training tomorrow. Please talk to them about what new skills they have learnt. We also have the opportunity to provide first aid training for parents, at a very low cost, if enough people are interested in doing this. Please fill in the slip at the end of this letter if this is something you would like to take advantage of.
In discussion with staff and the PTA we have decided to try to raise money to purchase a defibrillator for the school and local community. This will be located on the gate post, facing the pavement at the front of school. Mrs Redhead attended a paediatric first aid course last month where she learnt that there was a 98% success rate of survival if a defibrillator was used on a person within minutes of a heart attack, but only an 11% chance of survival if CPR (Cardiopulmonary resuscitation) was used. We hope that you will support us with this.

Please can I remind everybody that dogs must not be brought into the playground. A parent was bitten this morning. Fortunately, she wasn’t badly hurt, but this could have been much more serious had it been a child.
Year 6 SATs meeting

We are also running a “decorate a boiled egg” competition. Decorated boiled eggs should be brought into school on Thursday 29th March. There will be prizes for the most original eggs for each class and for the best hats.
